Winnipeg, February 6 – Delegates from six countries and 11 time zones are set to gather in 

Winnipeg for the first time ever at the 13th Annual Wintering Partners Conference and 

Trade Show February 7 – 11 at the Fort Garry Hotel and Winnipeg Convention Centre. 

 

This year’s Wintering Partners Conference and Trade Show – welcomes delegates from 

all our Banners – Northern and NorthMart (Northern Canada), Giant Tiger, AC Value

Over 200 delegates will take part in the 13
th

 annual Wintering Partners Conference at The
